Implementation regulations
The International TUI Marathon Palma de Mallorca will be 
implemented according to the regulations and under the 
supervision of the Spanish Real Federación de Atletismo and 
considering the quality criteria of the German Road Races 
interest group.

Terms for participating in the marathon, 
half marathon, 10 km run and walking / Nordic walking
Runners born in or before 1992 who have an official start 
number for the 7th International TUI Marathon Palma de 
Mallorca are entitled to take part. The maximum time limit 
for runners in the marathon is 6 hours.

The start number cannot be transferred to another person. 
It must be worn on the front of the running shirt so that  
it is clearly visible and must not be altered in any way. Any 
alteration to the official start number, especially folding or 
restricting view of or making the printed sponsor logos and 
symbols unrecognisable will be penalised with disqualification.

The use of sports equipment is not permitted. The use of 
baby-joggers is prohibited. 

If the event is cancelled due to force majeure or if a  
registered runner does not appear there is no entitlement  
to a refund of the organisation fee or payment for other 
booked services. This also applies to non-participation for 
reasons related to illness. 

Participation is at own risk. Adequate training, the requisite 
health and physical condition including a doctor’s certificate 
thereof are mandatory.

Liability exemptions
The organiser is only liable with respect to the participant 
according to the product liability statutes for damage or  
injury caused through intent or gross negligence, for mali-
cious silence with regard to defects as well as for damage  
or injury to life, limb or health. In the event of contravention 
of important contractual duties as a result of negligence  
without fault the organiser is liable to the compensation for 
usual and predictable damage. Any liability beyond this is 
excluded. In as much as the liability of the organiser is  
excluded or limited this also applies to its vicarious agents.

Classification
Men/women: the classification is according to age groups 
M/W main class, M/W30, M/W35, M/W40, M/W45, M/W50,  
M/W55, M/W60, M/W65, M/W70, M/W75 and older (in accor
dance with international regulations). The team classification 
is based on summing the times of three respective runners 
who finish and form a team from a club or other organisation.

Note:
For the team classification the name of the runner’s club 
must be made visible in standardised lettering.

Special classification in the half marathon
  FIRST Business Travel Running Award

A sequential ranking system is used, i.e. the ranking is  
based on the order in which runners cross the finishing line 
irrespective of the age grouping (single or team) but according 
to the male/female classification split. In the case of the 
FIRST Business Travel Running Award the first two men and 
the first two women crossing the finishing line from the res
pective registered company participating are ranked as a group 

on the basis of summing their respective times. This means 
that the ranking is based on a total of four finishing times.

Registration
Registration can only be made by completely filling in  
and personally signing the attached form or online at  
www.tui-marathon.com. 

The registration form can be copied as often as required and 
used for registering other persons.

The only methods of payment are by cheque or credit card. 
Payment by credit card is mandatory for faxed registration. 
Mailed registrations without enclosed cheque or credit card 
debit authorisation will not be processed. The statement of 
account showing the debiting of the cheque or credit card 
booking is deemed receipt of payment.

All persons registered by 01.09.2010 will be sent the event 
information and confirmation of registration by 01.10.2010. 
Registrations received after this deadline are processed with
out sending confirmation of registration.

Note: 
If your address should change AFTER you have registered, 
please notify us in good time of the change. Registration by 
TELEFAX is only possible up to 08.10.2010. AMENDMENTS 
are NOT possible.

Late registration
It is possible to make a late registration for all disciplines at 
Parc de la Mar below the cathedral on 15. and 16.10.2010. 
Late registration for the 10 km run and walking / Nordic  
walking are possible on 17.10.2010.

Picking up the starting papers
Starting papers can be picked up by showing the confirmation 
of registration at Parc de la Mar below the cathedral at the 
times given below:

Start positions
The start zone is divided up into several starting grids. The 
assignment to a grid is based on the indicated personal best 
time. For more details check your starting papers. Runners 
registering late are assigned to the last grid section.

Route
The routes for the marathon, half marathon and 10 km are 
officially measured by the Real Federación de Atletismo.  
Every kilometre is marked by means of signs. For all runs the 

route is kept free of traffic by police officers and assistants. 
The route goes through the city as well as the historical old 
town and along the Playa de Palma. The instructions on the 
route posts must be heeded.

Route service
(Marathon and half marathon) 
Refreshment and care stations are set up every 3 km and at 
the finish. Medical attention is provided along the route and 
at the finish zone. Runners can hand in their own refresh-
ments up to 8 am on Sunday at the information tent close  
to the start area.

Time measurement/ChampionChip
The time is measured exclusively with the ChampionChip, 
distributed by Mika Timing GmbH, Kürtener Straße 11b 
(Strundepark), 51465 Bergisch Gladbach, telephone  
+49 (0)2202 2401-113. Three options are available: a) Chip 
owners: you should enter your personal chip number in the 
application form. b) Chip purchase: you can buy a chip for  
31 euros and this will be sent to you by post about 14 days 
after recording your details. This chip can be used for time 
measurement in other events. The purchase price will be 
debited together with the organisation fee prior to the event 
from the credit card you have indicated. If your application is 
received after 16.09.2010 the chip will be handed over when 
you pick up your starting number. c) Chip hire: you can hire a 
chip for 6 euros and this will be handed over to you with 
your starting documents. The hire fee will be charged when 
you apply. This chip is a single-use chip and can be used only 
for the TUI Marathon Palma de Mallorca 2010; it is therefore 
not necessary to pay a deposit on the weekend of the event. 
You cannot participate without using a ChampionChip.  
For walking/Nordic walking time measurement is optional.

Awards and prizes
Every properly registered runner who reaches the finish within 
the prescribed target time (difference between start and 
finish time) is awarded a medal at the finish. The certificate 
that confirms the runner’s performance and the results lists 
can be accessed as a download on the homepage. The  
presentation of the prizes is only made during the awards 
ceremony on the day of the event.  
Only athletes with respective contractual agreements are 
entitled to awards from the organiser.
